Fees cover: League registration fees;  Insurance (QCSA competitions); Line marking;   Mowing & other field maintenance; (average $4000 per year),  Maintenance on line marker, marking paint, mowing. Ground usage fee paid to Souths Leagues Club, Electricity (lights) & Lights repair/maintenance; Jerseys, balls & other equipment.

Please note:   Club expenses usually exceed membership income by $3000 - $4000 per year & we rely on fundraising to meet the shortfall.  We do this to keep the cost per individual as affordable as possible.  Our main fundraisers are Chocolate Sales & Trivia night. Members are encouraged to support fundraising efforts.

Requirements:                    

Team Jersey: Supplied by Club.  Washing of the Jerseys is shared equally between the players
Team socks: $10/pair or $15/2 pair.  Sold by the club  
Black Shorts: (compulsory in QCSA games)  Supplied by player (you)
Referees Fees: paid weekly – EW1 $32/ref, SW2 $29, SM2 $38, (O30 including in fees)
Pre match warm up:  At least 30 mins before kick off.  Home games putting up/taking down nets team responsibility
Training:  Each team has a nominated training night usually commencing at 6.30pm. Football Brisbane train on Wednesday night at 6pm. Both women’s teams train on Thursday night at 6.30pm
For Registration purposes -  a digital photo required for QCSA league.  See team manager/registrar for any registration forms
Line Marking: each team will be expected to nominate 1 – 2 people to learn to use the line marker and go on a roster for line marking the field.  It should be noted the line marker is an expensive and not an indestructible piece of equipment and an experienced person will be available to attend the first session for general instruction.  A laminated information sheet on the line marker will be kept in the cabinet in the shed.

Working Bees:  required for remarking of the field prior to the start of the season; trimming trees; clean up days; weeding the field.
The Teams (in 2010)

In 2010, West End have 6 teams playing in 2 competitions:  The Queensland Christian Soccer Association (QCSA) and the Football Brisbane competition.  Most teams operate on a home and away basis throughout the season (with the exception of Mens O30 who can’t play on our field at night).
Senior Women’s Team playing in 1st division and 2nd division QCSA (Saturday competition); Senior Men’s 2nd div QSCA  (Saturday competiton) and QSCA Men O30’s (Friday nights). Football Brisbane Met 2 and Met 4 (Friday night and Saturday competition)
6 Teams is an absolute limit for the state of the field. In the future we are hoping for upgraded facilities and the ability to field children’s teams.
